Folsom Cordova Unified School district's newest high school, Vista del Lago is perched on top of a hill overlooking the new Empire Ranch community and Folsom Lake. This beautiful campus occupies 52 acres and is 168,000SF. Designed by Rainforth Grau Architects this school includes many sustainable design features, resulting in a better learning environment and reduced energy costs. Vista del Lago High School achieves a 26.5% energy savings above the law's budget regulations and is expected to save the district close to $57,000 annually.
